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Community Care is a new ministry offering for Providence 
Road.  This ministry is designed to meet the physical 
needs of members in our congregation when they have had 
a new birth, an illness or hospitalization or a death in the 
family.  Potential services include meals, light housekeeping, 
childcare, running errands, transportation for doctor's visits, 
sitting with a shut-in, showers for newborns and weddings, 
funeral meals, etc.  Each woman who wants to be "on call" 
to help with needs as they arise in our body will be asked to 
complete a demographic form with their contact 
information and an indication of what areas they are willing 
to serve in.  Monthly coordinators will be responsible for 
receiving the calls for help and coordinating how to best 
meet those needs.  Life Groups will be utilized as well as 
the Cancer Support ministry, along with the women of the 
congregation.
